All of us experience memory lapses. We all suffer from
mild forgetfulness from time to time, especially in later life
when such "absent-mindedness” is a natural part of aging.
We often forget details when we have been preoccupied
with other things. Some memory problems are serious, and
others are not. Sometimes, despite our best efforts, we
forget important events or facts that we try and want to
remember. One cause of forgetting is decay. We forget
things when we do not use a memory or connections to a
memory for a long period of time. For example, you might
memorize the state capitals for a civics test but forget
many of them soon after the test because you do not need
to recall them. However, if you have to memorize the
capitals again, it will take you less time than it did the
first time you studied them.

Another factor that causes forgetting is
Sometimes other information in your memory competes
with what you are trying to recall. This can occur through
two processes. First, learning new information gets in the
way and prevents the recall of older information. If you
study psychology at 3:00 and sociology at 6:00, you might
have trouble recalling the psychology information on a test
the next day. Second, older information learned previously
can disturb the recall of information learned more recently.
If a researcher reads you a list of items in a certain order,
then rereads them differently and asks you to list them in
the new order, the old list may become an obstacle in
recalling the new list.
