Studies do show that motorists are more likely

to vield to pedestrians in marked crosswalks
than at wunmarked crosswalks. But as some
researchers found, that does not necessarily
make things safer. ( @ ) When they compared
the way pedestrians crossed at both kinds of
crosswalks on roads with considerable traffic
volumes, they found that people at unmarked
crosswalks tended to look both ways more often,
waited more often for gaps in traffic, and

Researchers suspect that both drivers and
pedestrians are more aware that drivers should
yield to pedestrians in marked crosswalks. ( @ )
Not knowing traffic safety laws, it turns out, is
actually a good thing for pedestrians. ( @ )
Because they do not know whether cars are
supposed to stop, they act more cautiously. ( ®

Older adults often take longer to make a decision
than young adults do.

Whatever the benefit to a virus of a long-lived
host, there is no guarantee that hosts have
mechanisms for increasing longevity that the
virus could exploit.
