@ Online portals are the second most favored research
channel. ® The combination of search engines and online
portals such as Yahoo, MSN, and AOL collectively
represents less than two thirds of the sites that people use
when they look for new information online. @ One of the
more interesting results is that social media sites such as
Wikipedia, blogs, and social networks account for 18% of
where searches begin. ® As a result, social media
outperforms sites that are dedicated to publishing
information specifically to help individuals find deeper
analysis and details in a specific area.
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From the twelve million articles on Wikipedia to the
millions of free secondhand goods offered on Freecycle, we
are discovering that money isn't the only motivator.
Altruism has always existed, but the Web gives it a
platform where the actions of individuals can have a global
impact. In a sense, zero-cost distribution has turned sharing
into an industry. From the point of view of the monetary
economy it all looks free — indeed, it looks like unfair
competition — but it says more about our shortsighted
ways of measuring value than it does about the worth of
what's created. The incentives to share can range from
reputation and attention to less measurable factors such as
expression, fun, satisfaction, and simply self-interest.
Sometimes the giving is unintentional, or passive. You give
information to Google when you have a public Web site,
whether you intend to or not, and you give aluminum cans
to the homeless guy who collects them from the recycling
bin, even if that's not what you meant to do.

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I commonly encounter people who are profoundly
interested in democratic education but have decided that
schools are not very good venues in which to do this kind
of work. While I think it a very good idea to investigate
the potential that other venues, such as video games, after
school programs, and various forms of “new” media, have
for fostering political and civic engagement in our youth, I
think it would be harmful to pay attention only to these
venues and ignore schools. There are currently almost 50
million young people in K-12 schools in the United States.
Moreover, there is solid evidence that high-quality
democratic education in schools works. Therefore, there is
no good reason to give it up. In addition to being good
places to access young people, schools also possess a
number of deliberative assets to be mined. Thus, it seems
that schools are in many ways better venues for
democratic education than settings occupied by adults, or
spaces inhabited by young people when not in school.

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Charles Doolittle Walcott was born in 1850 and grew up
near Utica, New York, in a family of modest means, which
became more modest with the sudden death of his father
when Walcott was an infant. As a boy Walcott discovered
that he had a knack for finding fossils, and built up a
collection of sufficient distinction that it was bought by
Louis Agassiz for his museum at Harvard. Although he had
barely a high school education and was self taught in the
sciences, Walcott became a leading authority on fossils. In
1907 he was appointed secretary of the Smithsonian
Institution, where he remained until his death in 1927.
Despite his administrative obligations, he continued to do
fieldwork and to write prolifically. Not incidentally, he was
also a founding director of the National Advisory
Committee for Aeronautics, which eventually became
National Aeronautics and Space Agency, or NASA, and thus
can rightly be considered the grandfather of the space age.
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In 1831, a young woman named Aurore Dupin Dudevant
left her family in the provinces and moved to Paris. She
wanted to be a writer, establish her independence, and
make her living by writing. Soon after she arrived in the
capital, however, she had to confront certain harsh realities.
When Dudevant first showed her writing to an editor, he
told her, "You should make babies, not literature." In the
end, though, she came up with a strategy to recreate
herself anew. She decided to use a male pen name. In
1832, a publisher accepted Dudevant's first major novel,
Indiana. She had chosen to publish it under a pseudonym,
"George Sand," and all of Paris assumed this impressive
new writer was male. Unlike other women writers, she
found herself accepted into the clique of male artists.

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One of the paradoxes a society faces is that of individual
rights versus community standards.

This need for a
group identity compels communities to develop their own
identities,  ultimately  creating community  standards.
However, moral dilemmas may arise when community
standards  conflict with individual rights. Educational
administrators are the natural buffer of this paradox as it
manifests itself especially in the public school setting.
