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Equating time spent and quality may in fact be
empirically false. Painting teachers encourage
students not to overpaint a picture continuing to
put paint on the canvas until an initially good
idea is buried in a muddy mess.

The researchers
speculated that parents expected their daughters
to be better in English and their sons to excel
in math and sports, so they provided the
support, advice, and encouragement to enable
them to do so.
