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The fruit ripening process brings about the softening of cell walls, sweetening and the

An important interruption in the usual flow of energy apparently occurred millions of years ago
when the growth of land plants and marine organisms (@Dexceeded the ability of decomposers to
recycle them. The @accumulating layers of energy-rich organic material were gradually turned into
coal and oil by the pressure of the overlying earth. The energy stored in their molecular structure
we can now Qrelease by burning. And our modern civilization depends on immense amounts of
energy from such fossil fuels @recovering from the earth. By burning fossil fuels, we are finally
passing most of the stored energy on to the environment as heat. We are also passing back to the
atmosphere—in a relatively very short time—large amounts of carbon dioxide that ®had been
removed from it slowly over millions of years.
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Until the twentieth century, when composers began experimenting freely with form and design,
classical music continued to follow basic rules relating to structure, not to mention harmony.

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How the bandwagon effect occurs is demonstrated by the history of measurements of the speed of
light. Because this speed is the basis of the theory of relativity, it's one of the most frequently and
carefully measured @quantities in science. As far as we know, the speed hasn't changed over time.
However, from 1870 to 1900, all the experiments found speeds that were too high. Then, from
1900 to 1950, the @opposite happened — all the experiments found speeds that were too low!
This kind of error, where results are always on one side of the real value, is called "bias.” It
probably happened because over time, experimenters subconsciously adjusted their results to ®
match what they expected to find. If a result fit what they expected, they kept it. If a result didn't
fit, they threw it out. They weren't being intentionally dishonest, just @influenced by the
conventional wisdom. The pattern only changed when someone (®lacked the courage to report
what was actually measured instead of what was expected.

How the bandwagon effect occurs is demonstrated by the history of measurements of the speed of light.

Because this speed is the basis of the theory of relativity, it's one of the most frequently and carefully
measured (Dquantities in science.
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As far as we know, the speed hasn't changed over time. However, from 1870 to 1900, all the experiments
found speeds that were too high. Then, from 1900 to 1950, the @opposite happened — all the experiments
found speeds that were too low!

This kind of error, where results are always on one side of the real value, is called "bias.” It probably
happened because over time, experimenters subconsciously adjusted their results to ®match what they
expected to find. If a result fit what they expected, they kept it. If a result didn't fit, they threw it out.
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They weren't being intentionally dishonest, just @influenced by the conventional wisdom.
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The pattern only changed when someone (®lacked the courage to report what was actually measured instead
of what was expected.

The book, “Superforecasting: Arts and Science of Prediction,”

opens with a discussion of Archie Cochrane, a

Scottish doctor born in 1909, who did more than perhaps anyone else to transform medicine from a black art

into a @fully fledged science.
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His insight—deeply controversial half a century ago—was that a doctor's qualifications,

eminence and

confidence are @irrelevant and that the only test of a treatment's effectiveness was whether it could be shown,

statistically and rigorously, to work.
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Mr. Tetlock, the author of the book, hopes to bring about a similar rigor to how people ®analyze forecasts of
the future. That will be an @easy struggle. Prediction, like medicine in the early 20th century, is still mostly

based on ®eminence rather than evidence.
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Studies of priming effects have yielded discoveries that(A)[confirm / threaten] our self-image as conscious and

autonomous authors of our judgments and our choices.
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For instance, most of us think of voting as a deliberate act that reflects our values and our assessments of

policies and is not influenced by (B)[consensus / irrelevancies].
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Our vote should not be affected by the location of the polling station, for example, but it is. A study of voting

patterns in precincts of Arizona in 2000 showed that the support for propositions to increase the funding of

schools was significantly greater when the polling station was in a school than when it was in a nearby

location. A separate experiment showed that exposing people to images of classrooms and school lockers also

(Q)lincreased / minimized] the tendency of participants to support a school initiative. The effect of the images

was larger than the difference between parents and other voters.
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
