Lane Il is one of the last surviving speakers of Siletz-Dee-ni, an indigenous language in a small
community in Oregon. Siletz-Dee-ni began to decline in the mid-1850s when several cultural
groups, speaking different languages and dialects, were placed on the same reservation. To
communicate they began speaking a Chinook jargon that replaced Siletz-Dee-ni. Fortunately, this
language has been immortalized on a “talking dictionary” using Lane's own voice. This talking
dictionary now contains 14,000 words and, with the language on the Internet, young people in the
community are beginning to learn the language once again — they even text in Siletz-Dee-ni.
Other communities with endangered languages are also embracing social media — YouTube, text
messaging, and websites — as a vehicle for saving their languages.

To be sure, one could try to interpret the unfiltered activity of another person’s brain. At first it
would seem like incomprehensible static, but with practice and experience a person who is visually
handicapped would learn that certain kinds of “static” mean one thing, other kinds other things.
The brain is remarkably good at . For example, blind people can

learn to “see” with a lollipop-shaped device resting on the mouth. It converts input from a video
camera into electrical pulses; it maps the visual world onto the tongue. (The electrical charge is said
to feel like popping candy or champagne.) At first the user just feels weird sensations in her
mouth, but gradually she learns to associate specific sensations with objects in front of her. After a
little practice users can “see” doorways and elevator buttons, pick out items at the dinner table,
and even read letters and numbers. Though the input is oral and tactile, after a while the user
starts to feel as though she is actually seeing.

The title of Carson’s book, Silent Spring, was a reference to a world without birds that could be

the ultimate outcome of indiscriminate pesticide use. As a scientist, Carson researched her book
carefully and grounded it in rigorous science. She made a forceful case for the severe damage that
reckless spraying of pesticides had caused to wildlife and exposed the potential threat to humans
as well. She did it with a passionate, poetic writing style that made the subject accessible to
ordinary people. Up to that time, technology had been seen as the realm of scientists and
government regulators, and Americans generally entrusted it to the experts who appeared to
understand the complicated details of biology and chemistry. Carson pulled back the curtains. Silent

Spring encouraged citizens to become informed and to become actively engaged, and in so doing
helped usher in the spirit of participatory democracy that characterized the 1960s.

Dogs will stay off the furniture and out of the trash when their
owners are present, but they casually break those rules when alone. Humans may have more of a
conscience, but they also still respond to . Public circumstances

generally promote prosocial behavior. Participants in a study by Kay L. Satow sat alone in a room
and followed tape-recorded instructions. Half believed that they were being observed via a one-way
mirror (public condition), whereas others believed that no one was watching (private condition). At
the end of the study, the tape-recorded instructions invited the participant to make a donation by
leaving some change in the jar on the table. The results showed that donations were seven times
higher in the public condition than in the private condition. Apparently, one important reason for

generous helping is to make (or sustain) a good impression on the people who are watching.

In the fifth century B.C.E., the Greek philosopher Protagoras pronounced, “Man is the measure of
all things.” In other words, we feel entitled to ask the world, “What good are you?” We assume
that we are the world’s standard, that all things should be compared to us. Such an assumption

makes us overlook a lot. Abilities said to “make us human” — empathy, communication, grief,

toolmaking, and soon — all exist to varying degrees among other minds sharing the world with us.
Animals with backbones (fishes, amphibians, reptiles, birds, and mammals) all share the same basic
skeleton, organs, nervous systems, hormones, and behaviors. Just as different models of automobile
each have an engine, drive train, four wheels, doors, and seats, we differ mainly in terms of our
outside contours and a few internal tweaks.

One can draw a line of descent from Isaac Newton, the greatest scientist of his day, to Benjamin
Franklin, the greatest scientist of ®his. By carefully observing and mathematically calculating the
effects of gravity, Newton showed that one could predict the motions of the heavenly bodies.
Reading Principia by Newton, John Locke @was struck that generations of philosophers had been
so preoccupied with their own comprehensive metaphysical systems that they failed to be open to
the lessons of experience. Similarly, it seemed to Locke that abstract and interminable arguments
about such “problems” as whether human beings are naturally free ®to lead political philosophy
down a blind alley.
