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Intelligence is a ‘relative’ or normative construct. One of Alfred Binet's seminal contributions

to the assessment of intelligence was to introduce the idea that we can best index
intelligence, especially during childhood when rapid (a) cognitive development occurs, as the
individual's performance in comparison to a reference group (e.g. all six-year-old children). It
is almost universally accepted that one can only (b) quantify an individual's intelligence by
referring to the reference or norming group. The principal advantage to this approach is that
an individual's intelligence is indexed in a way that it has the same meaning, even though
norming groups may change from one decade to the next (e.g, in terms of the core
knowledge and skills that are within the capabilities of the (c) larger reference group). The
principal disadvantage to this approach is that it renders comparisons across norming groups
somewhat problematic.
