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Genetic counseling by telephone presents several unique challenges. Unlike the traditional
hospital-based clinic appointment, the client may not have access to a quiet, private location.
Due to full-time employment or other commitments that prevent being at home during
working hours, the client might need to be called on a mobile telephone. When telephoning,
it is useful to keep in mind that is important and expected, even if a

client has provided a work or mobile number. It is best to ensure the client is indeed the
person on the other end of the line before disclosing the purpose of the call. If someone
else answers, it is preferable to state that it is a personal call and ask when the client is
likely to be available. If pressed for more information, the genetic counselor can politely state

the need to discuss the purpose of the call directly with the person involved.

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Our willingness to harm others when we has been

demonstrated by studies that clearly mimic real-world situations. Researchers in one study
asked participants to read various test questions to a supposed job applicant, who was
actually an accomplice. The applicant was always played by the same person — a
well-dressed man about thirty years old. The researchers told the participants that they were
interested in examining how job applicants would react under pressure, so they wanted them
to harass the applicant by making statements that progressed in offensiveness, including, “If
you continue like this, you will fail,” and “This job is much too difficult for you.” As the
“interview” continued, the applicant pleaded with them to stop, then refused to tolerate the
abuse and showed signs of tension, and eventually stopped answering the questions in
despair. In the control condition, in which there was no authority figure urging them to
continue, none of the participants got through all fifteen of the statements. But when the
experimenter prodded them along, 92 percent went all the way through the list.

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Quite often, a party seeking to show statistical significance combines data from different
sources to @ create larger numbers, and hence greater significance for a given disparity.

This can be done by establishing the
boundary of the scene (be it a location, item, or person) and protecting it. The establishment
