When the video came on, showing nature
scenes with a musical soundtrack, the experimenter exclaimed that this was the wrong video and went supposedly
to get the correct one, leaving the participant alone as the video played. The participants who had received failure
feedback watched the video much longer than those who thought they had succeeded. The researchers concluded
that distraction through television viewing can effectively relieve the discomfort associated with painful failures or
mismatches between the self and self-guides. In contrast, successful participants had little wish to be distracted from
their self-related thoughts!

After the war, Else Frenkel-Brunswik, a psychologist at the University of California, introduced the concept of
ambiguity intolerance. In one experiment, she showed subjects a progression of images, starting with a sketch of a
dog. The images gradually morphed slide by slide into the image of a cat. Subjects intolerant of ambiguity - people
who tended to see the world in rigid categories - would insist stubbornly that the image was still a dog. Neatly

reversing Jaensch, Frenkel-Brunswik suggested that was what characterized the unhealthy

mind.

As the researchers write, *“ this seemingly irrational
choice reflected a tendency to pre-crastinate, a term we introduce to refer to the hastening of subgoal completion,
even at the expense of extra physical effort.” Putting off work on a major project by attending instead to various

trivial matters can likewise be seen as “ the hastening of subgoal completion.”

The one area in which the Internet could be considered an aid to thinking is the rapid acquisition of new
information. ( @ ) But this is more fictional than real. ( @ ) Yes, the simple act of typing a few words into a
search engine will virtually instantaneously produce links related to the topic at hand. (@ ) What one often gets
is no more than abstract summaries of lengthy articles. ( @ ) As a consequence, I suspect that the number of
downloads of any given scientific paper has little relevance to the number of times the entire article has been
read from beginning to end. ((® ) My advice is that if you want to do some serious thinking, then you’d better

disconnect the Internet, phone, and television set and try spending twenty-four hours in absolute solitude.
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Even so, research confirms the finding that nonverbal cues are more credible than verbal cues, especially when

verbal and nonverbal cues conflict.

Researchers have reported various nonverbal features of sarcasm. (D ) Most disagree as to whether nonverbal
cues are essential to the perception of sarcasm or the emotion that prompts it. (@ ) Also, nonverbal cues are better
indicators of speaker intent. (@ ) As the nature of sarcasm implies a contradiction between intent and message,
nonverbal cues may “leak” and reveal the speaker’s true mood as they do in deception. (@ ) Ostensibly, sarcasm
is the opposite of deception in that a sarcastic speaker typically intends the receiver to recognize the sarcastic
intent; whereas, in deception the speaker typically intends that the receiver not recognize the deceptive intent.
(® ) Thus, when communicators are attempting to determine if a speaker is sarcastic, they compare the verbal
and nonverbal message and if the two are in opposition, communicators may conclude that the speaker is being

Nowadays it is increasingly replaced by the fragmentation of consumers among smaller and smaller segments
that are supposed to reflect personal preferences. (® ) Everybody feels different and special and expects products
serving his or her inclinations. (@ ) In reality, these supposedly individual preferences end up overlapping with
emerging, temporary, always changing, almost tribal formations solidifying around cultural sensibilities, social
identifications, political sensibilities, and dietary and health concerns. ( ® ) These consumer communities go
beyond national boundaries, feeding on global and widely shared repositories of ideas, images, and practices.

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We become entrusted to teach culturally appropriate behaviors, values, attitudes, skills, and information about

Erikson believes that when we reach the adult years, several physical, social, and psychological stimuli trigger
a sense of generativity. A central component of this attitude is the desire to care for others. (D ) For the majority
of people, parenthood is perhaps the most obvious and convenient opportunity to fulfill this desire. ( @ )
Erikson believes that another distinguishing feature of adulthood is the emergence of an inborn desire to teach.
(®) We become aware of this desire when the event of being physically capable of reproducing is joined with
the events of participating in a committed relationship, the establishment of an adult pattern of living, and the
assumption of job responsibilities. (@ ) According to Erikson, by becoming parents we learn that we have the
need to be needed by others who depend on our knowledge, protection, and guidance. ( ® ) By assuming the
responsibilities of being primary caregivers to children through their long years of physical and social growth,

we concretely express what Erikson believes to be an inborn desire to teach.
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This is particularly true since one aspect of sleep is decreased responsiveness to the environment.

The role that sleep plays in evolution is still under study. (@D ) One possibility is that it is an advantageous adaptive
state of decreased metabolism for an animal when there are no more pressing activities. ( @ ) This seems true
for deeper states of inactivity such as hibernation during the winter when there are few food supplies, and a high
metabolic cost to maintaining adequate temperature. ( ® ) It may be true in daily situations as well, for instance
for a prey species to avoid predators after dark. (@ ) On the other hand, the apparent universality of sleep, and the
observation that mammals such as cetaceans have developed such highly complex mechanisms to preserve sleep
on at least one side of the brain at a time, suggests that sleep additionally provides some vital service(s) for the
organism. ( ® ) If sleep is universal even when this potential price must be paid, the implication may be that it has

important functions that cannot be obtained just by quiet, wakeful resting. [3%]
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In order to make some sense of this, an average wind direction over an hour is sometimes calculated, or sometimes

Wind direction is usually measured through the use of a simple vane. (( ) This is simply a paddle of some sort

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Experiments show that rats display an immediate liking for salt the first time they experience a salt deficiency.

Both humans and rats have evolved taste preferences for sweet foods, which provide rich sources of calories. A
study of food preferences among the Hadza hunter-gatherers of Tanzania found that honey was the most highly
preferred food item, an item that has the highest caloric value. (D ) Human newborn infants also show a strong
preference for sweet liquids. ( @ ) Both humans and rats dislike bitter and sour foods, which tend to contain
toxins. (@ ) They also adaptively adjust their eating behavior in response to deficits in water, calories, and salt.
(@ ) They likewise increase their intake of sweets and water when their energy and fluids become depleted.
( ® ) These appear to be specific evolved mechanisms, designed to deal with the adaptive problem of food
selection, and coordinate consumption patterns with physical needs.

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Burned-out workers sometimes depersonalize the people they need to help, thinking about them as objects or

things rather than as feeling human beings.

Burnout is a special kind of psychological consequence of stress that afflicts some employees who experience
high levels of work stress day in and day out for an extended period of time. It is especially likely to occur
when employees are responsible for helping, protecting, or taking care of other people. Nurses, doctors, social
workers, teachers, lawyers, and police officers are at risk for developing burnout due to the nature of their jobs.
( @ ) Three key signs of burnout are feelings of low personal accomplishment, emotional exhaustion, and
depersonalization. ( @ ) Burned-out workers often feel that they are not helping others or accomplishing as
much as they should be. ( ® ) Emotionally they are worn out from the constant stress of dealing with people
who are sometimes in desperate need of assistance. ( @ ) A burned-out social worker, for example, may think
about a foster child in need of a new one as a case number rather than as a very scared 12-year-old. (® ) This
psychological consequence may lead to a behavioral consequence when the burned-out social worker treats the

child in a cold and distant manner.
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Furthermore, mammals live in virtually every part of the world.

We are mammals. So are horses, lions and many more. They are all mammals because they all share certain
features that distinguish them from all other animals such as fish, reptiles, and birds. ( D ) That said, most but
not all mammals share numerous other features. They give birth to live young rather than laying eggs (but not
the duck-billed platypus or the echidnas). (@ ) they are covered in a hairy pelt to reduce the loss of heat from
the body (but not whales, pangolins, or humans.) ( 3 ) What the exceptions point to is the amazing variety of
different kinds of mammals that have evolved. (@ ) There are walkers, runners, hoppers, diggers, and burrowers;
many are swimmers, tree dwellers, gliders, or fliers. ((® ) Arctic foxes survive in temperatures down to —70°C;
camels, oryxes, and many rodent species exist in the hottest of deserts; while tropical forests and grasslands teem

with species.
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It was not until relatively recent times that scientists came to understand the relationships between the structural

elements of materials and their properties.

The earliest humans had access to only a very limited number of materials, those that occur naturally: stone,
wood, clay, skins, and so on. ( ) ) With time, they discovered techniques for producing materials that had
properties superior to those of the natural ones; these new materials included pottery and various metals.
(@) Furthermore, it was discovered that the properties of a material could be altered by heat treatments and
by the addition of other substances. ( (3 ) At this point, materials utilization was totally a selection process that
involved deciding from a given, rather limited set of materials, the one best suited for an application based on
its characteristics. (@ ) This knowledge, acquired over approximately the past 100 years, has empowered them
to fashion, to a large degree, the characteristics of materials. (& ) Thus, tens of thousands of different materials
have evolved with rather specialized characteristics that meet the needs of our modern and complex society,

including metals, plastics, glasses, and fibers.
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But throughout the past 300 years mankind has come to look on himself as quite separate from the world, battling

with its problems on equal terms.

From the sixteenth century until the beginning of this century, theatre remained in the picture-frame of the
proscenium. This set the actor firmly into a world of action that was surrounded by scenery which pinned him
like a butterfly into a painted realism. ( (D ) Increasingly the drama tended to be made up of characters struggling
with situations near enough to everyday reality for the audience to be able to relate to them. ( @ ) Interest was
directed more towards how the characters dealt with their problems of love and hate, and murder and betrayal,
and so forth, and less towards the poetic soul of the human being. ((®) ) Ancient drama depicted the human being
as an essential being within himself, with his own distinctive laws, beliefs and moral sense, challenging the
events that came to meet him. (@ ) His fate lay in the hands of the gods, or was determined by the planets in the
heavens. ( (® ) As a result, the essence of drama has become the portrayal of the human being confined only to

the narrow limits of survival and personal destiny. [3%]

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Evolution works to maximize the number of descendants that an animal leaves behind. Where the risk of death

from fishing increases as an animal grows, evolution favors those that grow slowly, mature younger and smaller,

and reproduce earlier.

(A) Surely these adaptations are good news for species hard-pressed by excessive fishing? Not exactly. Young
fish produce many fewer eggs than large-bodied animals, and many industrial fisheries are now so intensive that

few animals survive more than a couple of years beyond the age of maturity.

(B) This is exactly what we now see in the wild. Cod in Canada’s Gulf of St. Lawrence begin to reproduce at
around four today; forty years ago they had to wait until six or seven to reach maturity.

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The role of nutrients has often been interpreted outside the context of the foods, dietary patterns, and broader

social contexts in which they are found.

(A) For example, the harmful effects of total fat, saturated fat, and dietary cholesterol — and the benefits of
polyunsaturated fats, omega-3 fats, and vitamin D — have all, arguably, been exaggerated, if not in some cases

seriously misrepresented, over the years.

(B) It has also involved the premature translation of an observed statistical association between single nutrients
and diseases into a deterministic or causal relationship, according to which single nutrients are claimed to directly
cause, or at least increase the risk of, particular diseases. Nutrition scientists have also tended to exaggerate any

beneficial or harmful health effects of single nutrients.

(C) Nutrition experts have, for example, made definitive statements about the role of single nutrients, such as
the role of fat or fiber, in isolation from the foods in which we find them. This single-nutrient reductionism often

ignores or simplifies the interactions among nutrients within foods and within the body.

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A classic positivesum game in economic life is the trading of surpluses.

(A) One infrastructure that allows efficient exchange is transportation, which makes it possible for producers
to trade their surpluses even when they are separated by distance. Another is money, interest, and middlemen,

which allow producers to exchange many kinds of surpluses with many other producers at many points in time.

(B) If a farmer has more grain than he can eat, and a herder has more milk than he can drink, both of them come
out ahead if they trade some wheat for some milk. As they say, everybody wins. Of course, an exchange at a

single moment in time only pays when there is a division of labor.

(C) There would be no point in one farmer giving a bushel of wheat to another farmer and receiving a bushel of
wheat in return. A fundamental insight of modern economics is that the key to the creation of wealth is a division

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Recently, a number of commercial ventures have been launched that offer social robots as personal home

assistants, perhaps eventually to rival existing smart-home assistants.

(A) They might be motorized and can track the user around the room, giving the impression of being aware of the
people in the environment. Although personal robotic assistants provide services similar to those of smart-home

assistants, their social presence offers an opportunity that is unique to social robots.

(B) Personal robotic assistants are devices that have no physical manipulation or locomotion capabilities. Instead,

they have a distinct social presence and have visual features suggestive of their ability to interact socially, such

as eyes, ears, or a mouth.

(C) For instance, in addition to playing music, a social personal assistant robot would express its engagement
with the music so that users would feel like they are listening to the music together with the robot. These robots
can be used as surveillance devices, act as communicative intermediates, engage in richer games, tell stories, or

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In spite of thousands of research studies, we are still unclear on the most basic question — What is the function

of sleep? The most obvious explanation is that sleep is restorative.

(A) In contrast, vulnerable animals that are too large to burrow or hide — for example, horses and cattle — sleep
very little. In a study of 39 species, the combined factors of body size and danger accounted for 80% of the

variability in sleep time.

(B) Support for this idea comes from the observation that species with higher metabolic rates typically spend
more time in sleep. A less obvious explanation is the adaptive hypothesis; according to this view, the amount of

sleep an animal engages in depends on the availability of food and on safety considerations.

(C) Elephants, for instance, which must graze for many hours to meet their food needs, sleep briefly. Animals
with low vulnerability to predators, such as the lion, sleep much of the time, as do animals that find safety by

hiding, like bats and burrowing animals.
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The fruit ripening process brings about the softening of cell walls, sweetening and the production of chemicals

that give colour and flavour. The process is induced by the production of a plant hormone called ethylene.

(A) If ripening could be slowed down by interfering with ethylene production or with the processes that respond
to ethylene, fruit could be left on the plant until it was ripe and full of flavour but would still be in good condition

when it arrived at the supermarket shelf.

(B) In some countries they are then sprayed with ethylene before sale to the consumer to induce ripening.
However, fruit picked before it is ripe has less flavour than fruit picked ripe from the plant. Biotechnologists

therefore saw an opportunity in delaying the ripening and softening process in fruit.

(C) The problem for growers and retailers is that ripening is followed sometimes quite rapidly by deterioration
and decay and the product becomes worthless. Tomatoes and other fruits are, therefore, usually picked and

transported when they are unripe. [3%]

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While parents are better informed now than they were in the days of Holt and Watson about children’s need for

affectionate touch, busy work schedules may not give them much opportunity to provide it. Many children are

left at daycare or school after breakfast and only return home in time for supper and bed.

(A) Some parents and caretakers may attempt to compensate for the limited tactile attention children receive by
providing them with heightened visual stimulation, most notably videos and computer games (which are now

directed even at infants).

(B) While this may lead to a heightened visual consciousness appropriate for members of a society of the image,
however, it cannot confer the benefits of a personal touch. It would seem that the time has not yet come for us to

feel comfortable in our own skins.

(C) This routine may not allow for much more tactile interaction than Watson’s ideal of a handshake in the
morning and a kiss at bedtime. Nor are children likely to receive their quota of hugs and kisses outside of the
home as childcare providers are increasingly fearful that affectionate touch maybe interpreted as an inappropriate,

abusive touch.
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Spatial reference points are larger than themselves. This isn’t really a paradox: landmarks are themselves, but

they also define neighborhoods around themselves.

(A) In a paradigm that has been repeated on many campuses, researchers first collect a list of campus landmarks
from students. Then they ask another group of students to estimate the distances between pairs of locations, some

to landmarks, some to ordinary buildings on campus.

(B) This asymmetry of distance estimates violates the most elementary principles of Euclidean distance, that
the distance from A to B must be the same as the distance from B to A. Judgments of distance, then, are not

necessarily coherent.

(C) The remarkable finding is that distances from an ordinary location to a landmark are judged shorter than
distances from a landmark to an ordinary location. So, people would judge the distance from Pierre’s house to the
Eiffel Tower to be shorter than the distance from the Eiffel Tower to Pierre’s house. Like black holes, landmarks
seem to pull ordinary locations toward themselves, but ordinary places do not.

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Clearly, schematic knowledge helps you—guiding your understanding and enabling you to reconstruct things

you cannot remember.

(A) Likewise, if there are things you can’t recall, your schemata will fill in the gaps with knowledge about what’s
typical in that situation. As a result, a reliance on schemata will inevitably make the world seem more “normal”

than it really is and will make the past seem more “regular” than it actually was.

(B) Any reliance on schematic knowledge, therefore, will be shaped by this information about what’s “normal.”
Thus, if there are things you don’t notice while viewing a situation or event, your schemata will lead you to fill

in these “gaps” with knowledge about what’s normally in place in that setting.

(C) But schematic knowledge can also hurt you, promoting errors in perception and memory. Moreover, the
types of errors produced by schemata are quite predictable: Bear in mind that schemata summarize the broad

pattern of your experience, and so they tell you, in essence, what’s typical or ordinary in a given situation.
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A sovereign state is usually defined as one whose citizens are free to determine their own affairs without

interference from any agency beyond its territorial borders.

(A) No citizen could be a full member of the community so long as she was tied to ancestral traditions with
which the community might wish to break — the problem of Antigone in Sophocles’ tragedy. Sovereignty and

citizenship thus require not only borders in space, but also borders in time.

(B) Sovereignty and citizenship require freedom from the past at least as much as freedom from contemporary
powers. No state could be sovereign if its inhabitants lacked the ability to change a course of action adopted by

their forefathers in the past, or even one to which they once committed themselves.

(C) But freedom in space (and limits on its territorial extent) is merely one characteristic of sovereignty. Freedom
in time (and limits on its temporal extent) is equally important and probably more fundamental, [3%]
