Flying foxes got their name from their superficially
foxlike faces. This resemblance is further increased by the
pricked ears and the fur around the neck. However, flying
foxes are really members of the only group of mammals to
have mastered true flight: bats. Unlike the insect-eating
bats that find their way by echolocation, flying foxes
depend on sight. Their eyes are large. Flying foxes sleep
by day in trees in large numbers. Although sociable, flying
foxes like to keep their distance from their neighbors. At
sunset they awaken and begin to take off. The direction
taken by flying foxes depends on what fruits are ripening.
They have efficient noses and can detect fruits at great
distances. Fruits eaten by them include bananas, papayas,
guavas, and wild figs. The role flying foxes play in
pollination and seed dispersal is so valuable that they are
