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Today, we do not look to philosophy to tell us whether
or not the universe has always existed, and most of us
do not turn to the Bible, as Aquinas and other medieval
philosophers did.

(A) This theory states that the universe expanded from a state
of extremely high temperature and density at a particular
point in time.

(B) Though most of us turn to the science for an explanation
of how the universe began, the arguments of Aquinas
show that philosophy 1is still relevant to how we think
about the subject.

(C) Instead we look to physics, in particular to the theory of
the "Big Bang" proposed by modern scientists, including
the British physicist and cosmologist Stephen Hawking.
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
