W: Have you ever taken a close look
at your pet’ eyes? Different animals
have different shapes of pupils, but
why?  The

interesting and differs depending on

answer is  very

the animal. First, animals that hunt
close to the ground, such as cats
and crocodiles, have vertical slit
pupils. Vertical slits allow a greater
expansion of the pupil to let in
more light so they can adapt to a
variety of light conditions. Second,
horizontal pupils are a feature of
prey animals such as sheep. This
type of pupil provides animals with
a wide field of view, a panoramic
view, that helps them to detect
predators. Similarly, preylike
animals such as frogs and toads
have horizontal slit pupils. This
pupil type allows animals to easily
spot predators so they can quickly
get away. Third, some animals such
as catfish have crescent pupils.
Crescent pupils enhance vision by
decreasing the effects of distortion
in the water. After the break we’ll
take a look at some pictures of

these animals.
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
