Arthur Danto, a philosopher of art, presents the idea that
whether something is considered a work of art or not is not
about its inherent qualities but is a matter of how it functions or
is used. In other words, what makes an object art is not its
intrinsic nature but rather how we intend to use it and the
context in which we place it. He illustrates this point by using
the example of a snow shovel. When you pick up a snow shovel
to clear your driveway, it functions as a tool for that purpose. It
is not considered art at that moment. However, if you were to
take that same snow shovel and display it in a gallery or a
museum, it is now considered an art object. Its function
