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Globalization has often been
studied as a macro
phenomenon.

Most philosophers accepted
Plato's definition of
knowledge as justified true
belief until the  1960s, when
Edmund Gettier showed that
it didn't always provide a
satisfactory explanation.
Since at least the late
nineteenth century and the
rise of industrial cities, the
history of urbanism and
urban planning has been a
history of expertise — political,
administrative and
technocratic.

City directories and telephone
books from all cities in a
reporter’s area of coverage
are valuable tools, as are
internal directories of the
organizations he or she will
encounter on the beat.

The proliferation of data
brings with it many
challenges for both reporting
and consuming information.

From an evolutionary
standpoint, ensuring the
continuation of our species
(specifically, our genetic
descendants) @ is the
meaning and purpose of life.

The history of ethics is largely
a history of the development
of two central lines of
thought: one that emphasizes
our fundamental duties to
others, and the other that
strives to justify decisions
based on the effects that our
actions have on others.
Restoring a river in order to
recover a species, whether
salmon in the Columbia River
Basin, or any other species in
diverse ecologies around the
world, requires drawing from
expertise across many fields:
from engineering to biology to
ecology to geomorphology.
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Historically, a career was
defined by upward mobility
and advancement in a steeply
graded hierarchy, achieving
greater responsibility and
influence, with the vast
majority of employees
remaining with their
organizations for life.
Authenticity and objective
success are independent of
each other.

The philosopher Timothy
Morton calls global warming a
'hyperobject’: a thing that
surrounds us, envelops and
entangles us, but that is
literally too big to see in its
entirety.
