Did you know that
plants can send out messages? Today, we’re going
to learn about the various reasons that plants
communicate. First, plants communicate to call for
help. When cotton plants are attacked by bugs, these
plants send out a chemical signal to attract the bugs’

mustard plants recognize their family members by
exchanging chemical signals, they grow shorter roots
