A machine that runs twelve hours a day
will produce more widgets than one that runs for only eight hours per day — and a
machine that runs twenty-four hours per day will produce the most widgets of all.
As such, at many factories, the workday is divided into eight-hour shifts, so that
there will always be people on hand to keep the widget machines humming.
Industrialization raised the potential value of every single work hour — the more
hours you worked, the more widgets you produced, and the more money you made
— and thus wages became tied to effort and production. Labor, previously guided
by harvest cycles, became clock-oriented, and society started to reorganize around
