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The purpose of class discussions is to encourage you to be an active participant, not
a passive recorder. Much of the emphasis in a discussion is on getting students
involved in thinking, reacting, and responding. These are important intellectual
activities in the learning process, for through them you are supposed to discover and
express your opinions. Writing is an invaluable tool for accomplishing these tasks.
Unfortunately, too many times, when class discussion begins, pens and pencils go
down. Admittedly, it is considerably more difficult to take notes from discussions than
from lectures, for, unlike lectures, discussions tend to be disorganized and difficult to
follow. Also, students usually don't know how much of what other students are
saying is important. And if you are an active participant, it is not easy to take notes
and formulate what you want to say. But note taking in discussions is not only
manageable, it is also important. Note taking helps to keep you active and alert; it
allows you to impose some organization on the discussion; and it can prepare you to
speak.
